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Electronic Controller

The new electronic controllers are an option that can improve the functional-
ity of Enviromist sprayers.

The units determine if the CDA motors are operating within specified pa-
rameters and if not, the lights on the control box indicate a fault and simulta-
neously a buzzer sounds to catch the operators attention. The new boxes are
retro-fittable to existing units but will require both control box and backplate
to be replaced.

Uptake of the controllersis increasing and you should consider it for any
customer who brings equipment in for maintenance.
